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The Federal Crop Insurance Program (FCIP) is a key component of the 
safety net offered by the Federal Government, helping agricultural 
producers mitigate financial losses due to adverse weather, natural 
disasters, or price fluctuations (Tsiboe & Turner, 2023; Turner et al., 
2023). See Box: FCIP. Operated as a public-private partnership 
between the Federal Government and private insurance companies 
known as Approved Insurance Providers (AIPs), FCIP is administered 
by the USDA, Risk Management Agency (RMA), while policies are 
sold and serviced by AIPs. The Government also supports FCIP by 
subsidizing both a portion of producer policy premiums and AIP 
administrative and operating costs. Crop insurance premium subsidies 
represent the largest budgetary outlay among Farm Bill producer 
support programs. In fiscal year 2022, subsidies for crop insurance 
policies accounted for nearly one-third of total government budgetary 
expenditures for producer support—far surpassing expenditures on 
programs offered through Title I of the Farm Bill, including 
Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) and Price Loss Coverage (PLC) 
(OECD, 2023).
